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Safer Gambling Aotearoa Community Fund 2021
Introduction 
A key priority for the Minimising Gambling Harm programme at Te Hiringa Hauora is to increase awareness of the signs of harmful gambling, and motivate people to seek help and take positive action early; both for themselves and others they care about.
The Safer Gambling Aotearoa brand celebrates kōrero. There are many ways to kōrero, and when we kōrero with manaaki and alofa, we support each other to speak freely about our gambling. Talking about our gambling, helps keep us safe. A key message of this brand is if you’re not quite ready to speak to a friend or whānau member, reach out to our confidential support services, they are here to offer you guidance and support, with manaaki and alofa.
The work of frontline minimising gambling harm services is integral to making progress in minimising harm from gambling. Community led activities offer many opportunities to increase this knowledge and encourage positive help-seeking behaviour. The Safer Gambling Aotearoa Programme is offering grants of a minimum of $1,000 and maximum of $2,000 each, to support minimising gambling harm services and community groups in achieving this. 
What is the aim of the Community Fund?
The aim is to support community groups to develop and implement initiatives that promote nationally consistent messages, using an approach that is locally appropriate. This funding is intended to enable initiatives that otherwise may not be possible. 
Who can apply?
The Community Fund is open to not-for-profit organisations 
Gambling harm services within the Preventing and Minimising Gambling Harm Sector 
What Funding is available?
Each grant offered is a minimum of $1,000 and maximum of $2,000 per one community initiative 
If an application is successful, Te Hiringa Hauora will provide funding after the Letter of Grant is signed and on receipt of a GST invoice
All funding will be released after 1 July 2021 once the signed Letter of Grant is received 
Once the grants have been allocated, there will be no further allocated funding available.
Application review process 
An evaluation panel will review all applications submitted for funding. Each application will be considered to ensure the initiative strongly aligns with the grant criteria detailed below in order to be eligible for funding. 
Objectives of the Safer Gambling Aotearoa Community Fund:
Support Minimising Gambling Harm (MGH) Services to develop and implement initiatives that promote nationally consistent messages.
Support MGH Services to develop initiatives for their communities that are locally appropriate.
Enable initiatives that otherwise may not be possible.
Develop positive engagement between Te Hiringa Hauora and the MGH Services sector. 
Safer Gambling Aotearoa Grant Criteria 
The initiative must:
Target one or more priority populations. Priority is given to initiatives that support:
Māori, Pasifika and/or Asian gamblers, friends and whānau in communities.
Youth audiences (12 to 18-years-old)
Low socio-economic communities. 
Include a plan of evaluating/measuring success of the event.
Demonstrate partnerships or linkages with the local community. 
Provide information about how the event will be supported by a local Minimising Gambling Harm Service.
Have clearly defined goals and activities that focus on nationally consistent messages.
Be connected within an environment that supports and does not contradict the Safer Gambling Aotearoa kaupapa or other public health messages (eg, healthy food and drink options, no alcohol and smoke-free events).
Demonstrate appropriate use of the funds as per the criteria below.
Funding exclusions
Services usually provided by your service/organisation.
Retrospective funding for activities that have already taken place before the application closing date.
Activities that require ongoing funding from Te Hiringa Hauora.
Te Hiringa Hauora will not fund capital items (eg, building alterations, vehicles, equipment, electronics, computers etc.).
Te Hiringa Hauora will not fund costs associated with running an organisation, such as staff and equipment costs.
Te Hiringa Hauora will only fund one initiative per service/organisation.
Te Hiringa Hauora will not fund resubmitted applications if initially unsuccessful.
What happens to your application?
1. Applications close 5pm Friday 23 July 2021.
2. All applications are to be sent to info@safergambling.org.nz
3. Te Hiringa Hauora will send a confirmation email after your application is received.
4. Any applications sent after the close date will not be accepted.
5. The application will be reviewed using the criteria above – you will then be notified whether your application is successful or unsuccessful by Friday 6 August 2021.
6. If successful, a Letter of Grant will be sent using our online signing platform DocuSign for an authorised person to review and sign. The authorised signer will need access to the internet via a phone, tablet or computer to use DocuSign.
7. Send us a GST invoice (inclusive of GST) via email to accounts@hpa.org.nz. Funding will be released after 1 July 2021 and once the Letter of Grant is signed.
8. After the event, complete an evaluation report detailing the outcomes and learnings from the initiative.
